     Discusses why the Christian God and the Allah of the Muslims are not the same, the Muslim belief in the death of Christ, the lack of Biblical prophesy concerning Muhammed, and more.

Al-Ati, Hammudah Abd.  Islam in focus.  Amana Publications, rev. ed., 1997

     This is an updated version of a very popular book on Islam which describes in simple language what Islam is and how it is practiced.

     This short introduction confines itself to basic questions related to the understanding of the Qur’an as a whole.

Mufassir, Sulaiman.  Jesus in the Qur’an.  Islamic Society of North America.  Call no.  297.12 Muf*

     Explains the position of Jesus within Islam, his acceptance of the promised Messiah, born of the Virgin Mary to bring a new covenant to the people of Israel, but not accepted as the Son of God, or as part of the triune God, which negate verses in the Qur’an.

     Intended for anyone seeking to get a grasp of the basic concepts of Islam.  A dictionary format enables users to easily find definitions to Islamic related words and phrases.

     Three parts present the historical, social and political aspects of the Arab past, life in specific Arab countries today, and a view of Arabs through their own eyes and through Western eyes.

Miles, George C.  The Coinage of the Arab Amirs of Crete.  American Numismatic Society, 1970.  (On temporary loan to the parish library).

     Contains descriptions and photos of the coins belonging to the Amirs who ruled over Crete from 827 until the reconquest of the island by Nicephoros Phocas in 961.  Artifacts of any kind relating to this period of time on Crete were unknown until 1953.
North, Anthony.  An Introduction to Islamic arms.  Her Majesty’s Stationary Office, 1985.  (On temporary loan to the parish library).  

     This volume documents, through well written text and very good photographs, the artistic as well as the technical aspects of firearms and edged weapons produced in the Ottoman Empire and other, nearby Islamic states from the 15th through 19th Centuries.
Ottin, Merry.  Land of emperors and sultans: the forgotten cultures of Asia Minor.  Crown Publishers, Inc., 1964.  (On temporary loan to the parish library)
     The last three chapters of this book trace the rise of the Ottoman Turks, the conquest of Anatolia, the era of the sultans, and the subsequent rise of the Turkish state.  Many black/white pictures enhance the story.

    Provides a documentary history of the development of the region through readings of a cultural, economic, political and social nature.  Three parts first introduce the reader to the land and the peoples of the Arab nations, then present cultural and historical contributions, and finally present readings that give insight into the period of Western imperialism and its effect on the Middle East as well as living conditions and the rise of nationalism.
